In the very downtown 

area of the city one can stroll along the Sea Boulevard, sunbathe on the beach or 

relax in the beautiful park on Kamienna Góra, admire Gdynia’s panorama from its top.

Maximum size for 

Cruise vessels alongside is 150 meter with a draught up to 6,5 meter and no limits for 

Cruise vessels at anchor. Tenders are facilitated at the new 15 meter floating 

tenderpier wich takes 2 tenders at the time. The well sheltered anchorage with +20 

meters of waterdepth is situated only 0,3 nm away from the breakwater and with easy 

acces to the port.

There is a longstanding tradition that Elsinore is the first city to be visited by Queen 

Margrethe of Denmark at the onset of the annual summer cruises with the royal yacht 

‘Dannebrog’.

Being the cultural city of Finland Turku offers many museums and cultural events. 

Popular ones are the Sibelius museum (dedicated to the Finnish composer Jean 

Sibelius), the medieval market days and Turku music festival. A new favourite is 

Logomo, the main venue for the European Capital of Culture 2011 year with 

exhibitions and performances throughout the year. The Ruisrock festival, splendid 

nature and manor houses in and around Turku attract visitors, too.

From 1532 to 1549 is served as prison for the Danish King Christian II, when he 

was removed from power. 

Sonderborg and its surrounding fieldworks was the scene of the epic battle of 1864, 

where Denmark lost 1/3 of its territory and Sonderborg became German. However, in 

1920 a plebiscite was held and the border we have today was decided upon. This 

meant that Sønderborg once again became part of Denmark. 

It is no wonder that the Danish Royal Family spend their summer holiday at Gråsten 

Castle. The region’s picturesque landscapes with the sinuous shoreline and the calm 

fjords all add to the experience of this well-hidden jewel. Sønderborg with its rich 

cultural life is a candidate for the title of “European Capital of Culture” in 2017.

Ørsta is planning a large deepwater quay in the town centre with capacity for 

welcoming cruise ships up to a length of 330m. The present port is expecting 

permission for receiving ships up to 300m from autumn 2011.

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Klaksvik

Klaksvik is the second biggest town of the Faroe Island, and the biggest white fish 

town too. The town is located on Bordoy, which is one of the northernmost islands. 

Klaksvik is located between two inlets lying back to back. It is an important harbour 

with fishing industry, and a modern fishing-fleet.

Originally four farms were at the location where Klaksvik is now. By time they grew 

into four villages that finally merged to what now is called Klaksvik. What really kicked 

off the development towards a town was the set up af a centralised store for all the 

northern islands on the location.

The church Christians-kirkjan dates from 1963. Its architecture is unconventional with 

a detached bell-frame. It is made of Faroese basalt and wood. Inside the church a 

Faroese rowing boat is hanging down from the ceiling. The font is made af a 4000 

years old heathen sacrificial bowl originating from Denmark.
